Big Question
When will you stand up for what's right?

The Verse
Daniel 3:16-18 NIV

Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego replied to him, “King Nebuchadnezzar, we do not need
to defend ourselves before you in this matter. If we are thrown into the blazing furnace,
the God we serve is able to deliver us from it, and he will deliver us from Your Majesty’s
hand. But even if he does not, we want you to know Your Majesty, that we will not serve
your gods or worship the image of gold you have set up.”

Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego were teenagers, but they
were incredibly bold. What habits do you think they had developed before they were
captured so that they could show this kind of courage away from home?

5. How can you stand up for what you believe and still be respectful? Are there times
when you don't have to be respectful to stand up for what you believe?

6. What does it take for you to stand up for what's right?

7. What habits can you develop today to build your courage for tomorrow?
